APPLICATION UNDER SECTION 12 OF THE PROTECTION OF WOMEN FROM DOMESTIC VIOLENCE ACT 2005 ( 43 OF 2005).

Most Respectfully showeth:

1. That the application under section 12 of the Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act, 2005 is being filed, to the incidents as mentioned below:

The marriage of the complainant was solemnized with the accused  in the year 23 August, 20xx. However, the complainant was driven out of the matrimonial home at xxxxxxxxxxx. by the accused on 4.7.xxxx, However, inspite of bad health the complainant continued to stay in the matrimonial home, since the army authorities had assured of action in the matter. The complainant was continued to be neglected by the respondent and no maintenance was given. The complainant has already made detailed complaint to the Army authorities including Army Wives Welfare Association headed by wife of Chief of Army Staff and the Chairperson National Commission for Women, but of no use. Copies of the same are annexed herewith, being the report of Domestic Incident. 

2. It is prayed that the Hon’ble court may take cognizance o the complaint / domestic incident report and pass all or any of the orders deemed necessary in the circumstances of the case.

(a) Pass protection orders under section 18 and

(b) Pass residence orders under section 19 and

(c) Direct the respondent to pay monetary relief under section 20, i.e. an amount equivalent to Rs. 2 Lacs only.

(d) Pass orders under section 21 of the Act and

(e) Direct the respondent grant compensation or damages under section 22

(f) Pass such interim orders as the court deem just and proper

(g)  Pass any orders ad deemed fit in the circumstances of the case.

3. Orders required:

(a) Protection order under section 18 prohibiting the acts of the domestic violence by granting an injunction against the accused from repeating any of the acts mentioned in the complaint. 

(b) Prohibiting alienation of assets by the respondent. 

     3 (ii)    Residence order under section 19

(c) An order restraining the respondent from dispossessing or throwing the complainant from the matrimonial house.

(d) An order entitling the complainant to continue the access to her personal effects.

(iii) Monetary relief under section 220

(e) Medical expenses Rs. 5,000/-

(iv) 
Monetary relief under section 20:

(f) directing the accused to pay the monetary expenses for food, clothes, medications and other basic necessities Rs. 60,000/-. 

(g) House hold expenses Rs. 15,000/-

(h) Any other expenses. Computer learning fee about Rs. 25,000/-. 

4. Details of previous litigations:  The complainant has already moved an application for maintenance before the competent Army authorities, which is pending adjudication. (Copy enclosed). 

No case is pending either under IPC or Cr.P.C. or in any Civil / Criminal Court. 

PRAYER

It is therefore, most respectfully prayed that this Hon’ble court be pleased to grant the relieves claimed therein and pass  such order or orders other orders as this Hon’ble court may deem fit and proper under the given facts and circumstances of the case for protecting the complainant from domestic violence and in the interest of justice.
